HOW TO: Barcodes
Code 39

1. Access the Barcode Function by pressing the 
SHIFT and LABEL MODE button at the same 
time   + 

2. Scroll to CODE 39 and press ENTER
3. Select Medium Width
4. Select 2.5 Ratio
5. Select check digit OFF
6. Type text ABC
7. Press PRINT
8. Use Manual Cutter Button on Right side of 

Printer to cut label

HOW TO: Serialization
1. Type “A-”
2. Press the SHIFT and SYMBOL key  + 
3. Enter a start value of ‘1’
4. Press the ENTER key
5. Press the PRINT key
6. Once printing is completed, press the Cut 

Button on the right side of the printer to cut 
the first label.

7. The number/letter automatically increases by 
one once printing is done. Continue to press 
PRINT until all needed labels are printed.

Display Setup
To Access the Printer Display Settings, Press 
the SHIFT and PREVIEW key    + 

• Backlight – Turn backlight function ON or OFF
• Contrast – Adjust the contrast for the printer screen
• Language – Select the preferred language.  

8 languages are available: English, Español, 
Français, Português – BR, Português – EU, 
Italiano, Nederlands, Deutsch

• Inch:cm – Change the unit of measure between 
inches and centimeters 

Other Functions
• PRINT – Print labels
• COPIES – Set cut mode and choose number of 

copies to print

8. Press the Cut Button on the right side of the

Label Mode
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1. Type “A - “
2. Press the SHIFT and SYMBOL key  +   
3. Enter a start value of ‘1’
4. Press the ENTER key
5. Press COPIES
6. Press ENTER on Copies
7. Enter a value of ‘3’ for copies
8. Press Enter, the labels with sequenced 

numbers will begin printing
9. Once printing is completed, press the Cut 

button on the side of the printer
10. Manually cut each label
